2. The meeting was called to order at 1013 Eastern Standard Time by C/Lt. Col. Victoria Lesisko 
(previous Chair). 
 
3. Reports 
 a. Capt. Michael Lopez arrived late due to an Operations Meeting. 
  
4. New Business 

a.  School Combination Discussion (Lt. Col. Brinker).  A discussion was held 
regarding the idea of holding both Cadet Leadership School and Encampment on 
the same dates.  C/Lt. Col. Lesisko mentioned that new cadets wishing to serve as 
staff would not have that opportunity, as you must first attend CLS. Also, C/Maj. 
Carroll brought up that current staff would not be able to staff both schools. This 
topic was re-opened during the Open Floor. 

 



b. CAP Manual 20-1 (Chair).  Discussion was held regarding changes to CAPM   
20-1, including; updating ‘Squad Leader’  to ‘Element Leader’ , and adding a 
description of the position of First Sergeant.  

 
c. Wing Activities (Chair).  C/Lt. Col. Kantner suggests the following ideas as Wing 

Activities; a. Military Orientation Days, b. Cadet Commander School and c. Drill 
School. 

 
 C/SrA. Hiester proposes the idea of a Wing Emergency Services Certification 

Day.  The purpose of this would be to tutor and test cadets for their General 
Emergency Services test, as well as Ground Team Member training. 

 
d. Saber/Sword Team (Chair).  C/Lt. Col. Kantner proposes the idea of forming a 

CAP Saber Team.  He requests ideas for safety precautions. 
  
 C/MSgt. Dingeldein suggests release forms as well as dulling the blades on the 

swords, to prevent the risk of injury. 
 
 There was a unanimous vote of 8-0 to research more information on this subject.  

C/Lt. Col. Kantner will research this topic and provide more ideas at the 
following meetings. 

 
e. Orange Berets (C/SSgt. Shaffer).  C/SSgt. Shaffer suggests orange berets, with 

insignia, for either CAP Drill School graduates or CAP Drill Instructors.  C/MSgt. 
Dingeldein motions that the Chair researches the proposal more.  C/SrA. Hiester 
seconds.  The motion passed unopposed. 

 
5. Old Business 
 No old business was discussed. 
 
6. Open Floor 

Group A = C/2Lt McCorkle, C/TSgt. Reid, C/TSgt. Carlo and C/Amn. Dingeldein 
Group B = C/Maj. Carroll, C/MSgt. Dingeldein, C/SSgt. Shaffer and C/SrA. Hiester. 
a.  Group A announces conflicts related to running Cadet Leadership School and 

Encampment at the same time, including; a. New cadets looking forward to 
becoming staff would be set back one year because they must attend CLS, and b. 
Both of these schools are highlights of the summer for the Senior and Cadet Staff 
and therefore, you would be taking away one of the most highly held interests for 
the staff.  They concluded that they believe the combining of the schools should 
not be done. 

 
Group B states that, a. The same staff will be running the schools as last year 
(there will be no new staff), and b. More senior and cadet staff would be needed 
to run the schools.  
 
Lt. Col. Brinker informs that the cost for both schools would drop if they run on 
the same dates, due to food expenses. 

 



b. Group A voices that a Leadership seminar should be held at the PA Wing 
Conference.  

  
 Group B suggests that seminars on the following topics be held at the PA Wing 

Conference; a. Cadet Commander’s Leadership, b. Recruiting Cadets, and c. 
Keeping Active Cadets Interested. 

  
 C/Lt. Col. Kantner proposes the idea of a Time/Stress Management seminar at the 

PA Wing Conference, as well as team building activities and an ELT search. He 
also suggests a Model Rocketry and/or Model Aircraft contest, where cadets build 
their own model to enter in the contest. 

 
7. The next meeting will be held on 14 October 2006, time to be announced. 
 
8. C/SSgt. Shaffer (Sq. 123) motioned to adjourn. C/TSgt. Carlo (Sq. 123) seconded.  The 
meeting was adjourned at 1208 Eastern Standard Time.
