Tip of the month: Avoid Carbon Monoxide (CO) poisoning after a power outage or disaster. Generators, grills, camp stoves, or other gasoline or charcoal-burning devices produce deadly CO gases.                   Always use these devices outdoors, far away from windows, doors and vents. Pressure washers and other gasoline powered tools also give off high levels of CO and should be used outdoors. Carbon Monoxide monitors are available for purchase at most home center  stores. 


WARNING: Hickory Tussock Moth and Sycamore Tussock Moth caterpillars are abundant now – contact with the hairs of these common caterpillars can cause intense itching, extensive rash, or eye injuries. DO NOT touch these with bare hands, or touch clothing that has evidence of caterpillar hairs!
